Welcome

The Cheshire House Mansion in
Upland, Pennsylvania was built in 1716.
It served as a home for the Page family
and was later bought by the Crozers. The
Crozers owned the historic mansion until
1910. Carol Fireng purchased the home
in 1983 from the Campbell family. Ms.
Fireng is a member of the Delaware
County Historical Society, the
Brandywine Tourist Bureau, and vice-
president of the Chester Historical
Preservation Committee. She has spent
the past 16 years restoring the mansion to
resemble its early appearance.

The mansion has a unique
character not found in modern homes. It
has its original moldings, trim work, and
oak hardwood floors. The woodwork in
the mansion includes intricate details. Its
three-tiered staircase has a “false” rail.
The carpenter molded an arm rail inlaid in
the wall to mimic the freestanding one
opposite.

Victorian Suite

The Victorian Suite is the perfect get away
for any couple. Itis a large room with a
double bed and seating area. It has a
private bath with a tub and standup shower.

Colonial Suite

The Colonial Suite has one double bed and
is decorated with antiques from the
Colonial Period. Itis a cozy room for 2.

Empire Suite

The Empire Suite will accommodate a
family of 4. It has a living room with a
sleep sofa and a separate bedroom with one
double bed. It also has an efficiency
kitchen and private bath.

Social Events and Meetings

Among the mansions twenty rooms
are two dining rooms, a formal living room,
and a ballroom complete with a grand
piano. These areas serve as an ideal setting
for a reception, cocktail party, or afternoon
tea. Only the finest linens are used for
every affair, and each room is decorated in
the early colonial style complete with
authentic antiques.

The formal living room is shown decorated
for Christmas. It is available for intimate
gatherings of 12 -15 people.

Ballroom

It can accommodate a group of 50 and it
comes complete with a grand piano.




Area Attractions
The Brandywine Valley

The Brandywine Valley is
overflowing with treasure waiting to be
discovered. Visitors can relive American
history through many beautifully restored
historic homes, battlefields, and churches.
They can also stroll through some of the
most beautiful gardens and arboretums in
the country. Longwood Gardens has 1,050
acres of gardens, woodlands, and
meadows. The area is also home to world
recognized museums made famous by the
legacy of the du Ponts and the Wyeths.
The Brandywine River Museum displays
three generations of Wyeth artwork in a
restored gristmill.

Philadelphia

Philadelphia offers many unique
attractions and activities. Independence
National Historical Park contains our
nation’s early history. It includes colonial
and Revolutionary War buildings such
Independence Hall, where the Declaration
of Independence was drafted. Philadelphia
is also home to the nation's largest
municipal park, Fairmount Park. The park
comprises 8,900 acres and includes
numerous hiking and biking trails. The
park encompasses, the Philadelphia Zoo,
the Mann Music Center, Boathouse Row,
Smith Playground and, the Philadelphia
Museum of Art. More impressionist
paintings hang in the Philadelphia Museum
of Art than anywhere except Paris.

Atrium and Grounds

About ten years ago an atrium was
added to the house. The atrium is enclosed
in glass and provides a stunning view of the
gardens. This space can be utilized for
dancing and entertaining while the gardens
provide an ideal setting for an outdoor
wedding.

Map and Directions
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From Delaware and Points South:
Take I-95 North to the Kerlin Street exit.
At the bottom of the ramp, turn left on
Kerlin Street and proceed straight for
approximately a ¥2 mile to Upland Ave.
Turn left onto Upland Ave and then make a
quick right onto 8th Street. Proceed ahead
approximately a % mile and turn right onto
Main Street. Continue on Main Street for
another ¥4 mile and The Cheshire House
will be located on your left-hand side.
Parking is in the rear.

From Philadelphia and Points North:
Take I-95 South to the Chestnut Street exit.
Turn left on 13th Street and go
approximately ¥4 mile. Bear left on 14th
Street and proceed another 1/4 mile.
Continue onto Upland Ave for 3/4 of a mile
and turn right onto 8th Street. . Proceed
ahead approximately a % mile and turn
right onto Main Street. Continue on Main
Street for another ¥ mile and The Cheshire
House will be located on your left-hand
side. Parking is in the rear.
